REV. BRINDLEY J. MILLS SCHOLARSHIP

The Rev. Brindley J. Mills Scholarship Fund was established in honor of Rev. Mills upon
his death in April 2006. Rev. Mills was a priest in the diocese of Dallas for over thirty
years. He served at St. Monica as an assistant pastor during two different assignments
and lived in residence at St. Monica until he was ninety-nine years old.

Rev. Mills lived a full and active life. Prior to becoming a priest, he taught high school
English, worked for the U.S. State Department, and operated a dry cleaning business in
Rome. He was fifty-nine years old when he became a Catholic priest. Monsignor
Meyers, pastor at the time Rev. Mills was at St. Monica, described him “as a man with a
tremendous faith in God who was captivated by the dignity of the priesthood and one
who took great joy in being able to help people.” His final wish was to establish a
scholarship fund to help families financially afford a Catholic education at St. Monica
School. St. Monica School is very appreciative of the generous donation from Rev.
Mills’ estate that will make it possible for multiple scholarships to be granted to either
current or new St. Monica School students over a period of at least the next ten years.

Applicants will be evaluated based upon their academic record, financial need, and
personal character and conduct.

All applicants must submit recommendations from their current Language Arts and Math
teachers and the St. Monica tuition assistance forms.

In addition, each student will write an essay explaining regarding a tradition that is
important to your family.
