Students will not know which essays
upon which they will write until the day of the exam. It would behoove them greatly
to begin working on their outlines now.

1. What is Confirmation? Why is it important to the Church? Describe the Gifts and
Fruits of the Holy Spirit and why they are important.

2. Explain the “7 Deadly Sin” and why they are to be avoided. How can God be an aid
in avoiding these sins?

3. Explain the Cardinal, Moral and Theological Virtues and how these can be used in
daily life. Why are they important to a Christian?

4. Explain the role of the apostles following Pentecost in the development of the
“Christian” Church. Use at least 2 apostles as examples.

5. Describe the importance of vocations to the priesthood and religious life and give
examples of those who have answered this call and their impact within the Church. Give
at least 3 examples.
