• 5 to 10 Advertisements which feature different types of 

propaganda advertising as discussed in class. 
 

Each article must: 
• have a creative and original headline 
• use a chapter title as a sub-heading 
• have a byline 
• be 250+ words (3 paragraphs) 
• address happenings or characters from a chapter of the novel 
• be formatted into columns using Microsoft Publisher or Microsoft

Your articles could include: 
 (With each of these options, remember to meet the requirements 
above - this list is intended to give you ideas if you need them not to limit 
your own ideas.) 

•  a plot summary 
• coverage of the weather 
• a feature story on one or more of the characters or events within 

the novel 
• an editorial discussing a major theme of the story 
• a travel article discussing the setting of the novel 
• a letter to the editor 
• an advice column 
• a book or movie review
